Technique: Stamping, Texture
Materials: 
6” x 6”  green color cardstock	
2.25” x 4” cream rag paper (or white)
5.5” + 1.5”  2 pieces of ribbon
2 part Flower Stamps
WORDS  (thank you, Heartfelt, Congratulations, Sympathy) Stamp 	
Green & yellow/orange stamp pads
Woven tape (used for Sheetrock)
Glue stick & Glue dots

Instructions: 
1. This card uses ¼ sheet of 12” x 12” cardstock.  Cut cardstock in half and again in half..  Fold ¼  sheet (6” x 6”) cardstock in half.   It fits in a small standard white envelope.        
2. Using a pin or push pin, punch holes evenly along the bottom edge of card.
3. Stamp WORDS - Thank you/Heartfelt/etc. on cream piece of paper.
4. Using 2 part flower stamp, stamp flowers in orange/yellow ink and flower outline in green.
5. Adhere woven tape to card front.
6. Using the shorter ribbon, tie a knot on the longer piece of ribbon. Attach ribbon to card front.
7. Attach cream stamped paper with message on card front.
8. Stamp appropriate thank you message inside card.
9. Sign back of card.

Notes: 
· The flowers look more natural if you randomly stamp them and have a few that fall off the edge of the paper.
· Woven tape can be inked with a complimentary color.
· Card could be used for a Get Well, Congratulation, or Birthday occasion with the appropriate stamped message.
· To get an even stamped message in the card, stand to stamp.  Stamp card on a magazine for a little give.

Materials: 
	4.25” x 11” White  cardstock	
	4” x 5.25” Stripe printed paper
	3 flowers from printed paper
	5” complimentary Ribbon
Thank You or Happy Birthday Stamp
	Liquid glitter glue  (Stickles) 
Glue stick  & Glue Dots
Pop Dot
Ink pad	



Instructions: 
1. This card uses ½ sheet of 8.5” x 11” cardstock.  Fold ½ sheet cardstock in half.           
2. Select 3 flowers and cut off excess background.
3. Trim printed paper to fit the front of your card.                 
4. Secure ribbon to striped paper. Wrap raw edge to back of paper.
5. Using a glue stick, adhere stripe printed paper to front of card.  
6.  Arrange 3 flowers on front of card.  Use a pop dot to raise center flower.
7. Stamp appropriate Thank you/Birthday message inside card.
8. Sign back of card.

Notes: 
· LESS glitter glue is better and more attractive.
· Paper is from Pinecone Press Papers. 
· Partial flowers can be used on the edges of the card or to decorate the envelope.
· A colored piece of paper (4” x 5.25”) can be glued inside the card. 
· Use the 10 second rule when gluing with the glue stick.  We use a glue stick for all paper to paper adhesions. 
· To get an even stamped message in the card, stand to stamp.  Stamp card on a magazine for a little give.

Technique: Color Block, Inking

Materials: 
	5.5” x 8.5” color cardstock	
2” x 3.5” pattern paper
	5” x 3.5” pattern paper (complimentary)
	4” ribbon or rick rack
	Embellishment
Color ink pad
	Glue stick & Glue dots

Instructions: 
1. This card uses ½ sheet of 8.5” x 11” cardstock.   Fold ½ sheet (5.5” x 8.5”) cardstock in half. 
2. Glue 2”x 3.5” patterned paper to 5” x 3.5” coordinating patterned paper.  Overlap papers to fit front of card.  (Check both sides of paper.)
3. Attach rick-rack or ribbon to seam of papers.  
4. Add embellishment to card front.  Buttons, brads, ribbon, & jewels can be used.   
5. Adhere patterned paper to card front.   
6. Write heartfelt thank you on inside of card and send.
7. Sign back of card.

Notes: 
· This card was designed to use the scraps of paper from cutting down 12” x 12” paper to 8.5” x 11”.
· Use the 10 second rule when gluing with the glue stick.  We use a glue stick for all paper to paper adhesions. 
· Ribbon, rick-rack, buttons, or other embellishments gives dimension to this card. 
· Decorative scissors can be used to give the bottom of the card a different look. 
· Inks can be used to add to edges of card.
· Card could be used for any occasions with the appropriate stamped message.
· To get an even stamped message in the card, stand to stamp.  Stamp card on a magazine for a little give.

Technique: Embossing & Sanding & Texture

Materials: 
4.25” x 11” cardstock
4” x 5” plain cardstock
1” x 5” print scrap 
11” ribbon & 2 pins 
 2 silk flower 
1  white brad
Paper Tag: 1” white Circle & color print scallop
Pattern  Edge Fiskar Scissors
Glue stick & Glue dots

Instructions: 
1. This card uses a 4.25” x 11” piece of cardstock. Fold cardstock in half.          
2. Sand the color off the embossed flower. (Colored paper was embossed with a Stampin Up Embossing Folder - Rose.)  Colored paper is white core paper with color on the top. 
3. Using decorative scissors cut one edge of the 1” piece of patterned paper.
4. Tie a bow in the shear ribbon.  Attach ribbon to patterned paper.
5. Adhere patterned paper with ribbon covering to top of embossed rose.
6. Glue white circle on printed paper scallop medallion.
7. Stamp or write a greeting on the completed tag.
8. Insert brad through 2 silk flowers. Attach tag & flowers to card.
9. Insert 2 pins to ribbon bow for added interest. 
10. Adhere card front to card.
11. Sign back of card.
Notes: 
· The cardstock and patterned paper were from our recycle pile. 
· Silk flowers came off a stem of flowers.  All plastic parts were recycled.
· A push pin was used to make a hole for the brad.  We use recycled packing foam.    
· Sheer organza ribbon adds dimension and interest to card.
