This component will heavily refer to the skills and knowledge needed for both individual development, along with career development ranging from college to life after graduation. This includes financial education, workforce preparation, entrepreneurship, communication, and presentation skills. 
Presenter Expenses
All presenters will be responsible for their own expenses, including transportation, lodging, meals, equipment rental, and handouts. All presenters chosen must be available to present on Friday, February 19, 2010.
