WHAT DOES ‘TIME’ MEAN TO CHILDREN?
“What Does ‘Time’ Mean to Children?” is the title of a workshop being presented by Penn State Cooperative Extension. All child care providers and interested parents can participate in the workshop at (TIME) on (DAY/DATE), at (LOCATION/ADDRESS) in (TOWN). 

(YOUR NAME), Penn State Cooperative Extension family living educator in (COUNTY) County,  says, “Words such as today, tomorrow, and yesterday are difficult to define.  If adults have trouble defining these words, how do children understand them?”

According to (YOUR NAME), “Young children are concrete thinkers.  They base their knowledge on objects or events they have experienced.  Talking about the days of the week and the calendar are abstract terms, which don’t make sense to children, until around age 11.  You can begin to teach young children about concepts of time by linking to things they already know.  For example, instead of asking a child, ‘Do you remember what we did yesterday,’ ask her, ‘Do you remember what we saw when we went for a walk yesterday?’”
